ADDRESS



LOOKING FORWARD: BASED ON OUR 50-YEAR JOURNEY.
➢ Next year will be the 50th session of our Tamil Annual Conference. 

➢ Firstly, we need to be grateful for what God has done. We are thankful because we began small with little or no resources, 
but with God our side we have prevailed thus far.

➢ Secondly, we prevailed because we have strived to obey His call to reach out to the Indians, especially the Tamils, which 
was the foremost heart cry of those who prayed at the beach. This is our God given vision, we cannot abandon this 
obligation but prioritize and carry this vision and mandate in all our local churches. 

➢ Thirdly, we need to evaluate our approaches to suit the current changes that have come upon us. For instance, since many 
of our young ones do not carry a Tamil Bible anymore, we should be considering English and Malay services as well. 

➢ Our existing Liturgy and mode of worship needs a serious review so that we are not trapped into fulfilling traditions 

➢ We need to cater to our young ones who seek some changes in worship. Perhaps youth services can be considered

➢ We should not just change anything for the sake of changing but must seek to adapt and embrace based on our posture of 
discerning and obeying what God wants us to do at this time, in this generation.

➢ All of our local church LCECs need to conduct a serious evaluation of existing ministries before embarking on their 
planning for next year. 



LOCAL CHURCH CHECKLIST FOR LCEC PLANNING SESSIONS

1. What are specific areas that our church will focus on for this year? What will be some of the steps taken 
to plan, execute and budget for these ministries?

2. What do we need to do to develop existing Growth groups in our own local church? Are all our LCEC 
leaders willing to lead Growth groups? What else is needed.

3. Are the spiritual needs of the Children in our church met? Has the LCEC seen the material used for 
teaching them? Do the teachers need anything else?

4. Has the LCEC taken time to listen to the young people? Are there some things that need addressing? Are 
the Youths given opportunities for ministry in the local church?

5. What are the weaknesses in the Evangelism Ministry of our local church? How is it being addressed? Is 
the local church praying earnestly for new souls?

6. How does our church ensure that members are being ministered to within their family context? What are 
the plans to assist parents to disciple their children?

 

7. Is our local church home visitation effective (both pastors and leaders)? What else can be done?



OUR GOD GIVEN CONFERENCE THEME.

➢ To seek God’s Glory as individuals or as churches is something that is non-negotiable. We must never try to seek anything
➢ We need to ask God if there is anything within us or our churches that are not glorifying Him, even in a little way.
➢ Divisions, pride, jealousy and our inability to do what God wants from us as His vessels on earth, are some of the enemies 

to God’s glory. We need to consciously identify and reject them from within us and amongst us.
➢ If we seek His Glory, Kingdom and His Righteousness, all else will be added unto us, includingchurch growth and revival. 

Pastors and leaders need to remember that without God we can do nothing (John 15:5). 
➢ Without Him we cannot build or grow (Psalm 127:1). Only when we humble ourselves to God and ask Him what to do will 

he be able to lift us up and use us for His glory. 

➢ Salt and light to the community. Churches need to constantly ask whether the local church is indeed being a Salt and light 
to the community. 

➢ Both the pastor and the LCEC must have the burden to reach out, without which we will just be doing activities and 
programs based on our church calendar. These things may make us to feel contended that we have done something but in 
turn may not have made God very happy. 

➢ Salt and light to the world. Many churches have been able to be salt and light in different parts of the nation even the 
world when pressing needs were presented. It speaks much about our ability to empathize with the suffering of others.

➢ The Bible teaches us that we have the power from God to bring change, which is why the early church grew and was able 
to plant new churches. 



OUR GROWTH GROUP AGENDA (DISCIPLESHIP).
➢This is one of the key core areas where we can consciously shape and develop the discipleship of our members. 
➢Based on our two-years ago roadmap that gave a charted timeline, by now we should be seeing many churches benefitting from this. 
➢The ‘format’ of a Growth Group meeting is just like cell-group or area fellowship, which is a small group setting. The content is also similar, 

where we give room for a brief worship and take time discussing and growing in the word of God. 

➢The only things that are considered “extra” in GG, is the setting aside of either a 15mins or 20 minutes session where we enquire each 
other’s well-being, ask for specific prayer needs and spend time praying for one another. This meets the emotional needs of our members.

➢This is what actually ‘fills in the blank’ in our local church life, as we cannot do this on a Sunday service setting where our people come and 
return home quickly. We have also been encouraging GG leaders to visit the members and keep in touch with them throughout the week. 

➢ Some of the main feedback received thus far.
• Local church leaders not excited about it. 
• Local pastor not driving the agenda.
• Not enough leaders to run the groups.
• Already have cell-group and area fellowship method in existence.
• Not sure how the Growth group is different than cell-group and area fellowship.

➢ In the roadmap, we assumed that pastors and leaders would immediately hand down the Growth Group agenda to the local cell group leaders. 
We need to meet the local level Growth Group leaders to explain and assist them in their emerging issues. This can be done either regionally or 
as combined church sessions. If the existing local cell group leaders can have clear understanding of the important element needed to function 
as Growth Groups, they will know what to do during their meetings.

➢We need to pray much for this to be understood and picked up by our leaders as our members are yearning for deeper fellowship and 
connection.

Heartbeat 3.0 
 A Life-Changing Youth Missions Camp 

 
The recent youth missions camp, Heartbeat 3.0, brought together 44 young people from our 
churches for a transformative four-day experience. The camp was centered around the 
objective of helping youths develop an Authentic relationship with God, Discover their 
God-given purpose, and Live Intentionally to make Him known. 
 
The core team conducted powerful and insightful sessions during Heartbeat 3.0 that 
profoundly impacted the participants. These sessions included Developing an Authentic 
Relationship with God, which encouraged youths to deepen their personal walk with Christ, 

and Who’s the Main Character in Your Life? which challenged them to place God at the center 
of their stories. Voices of Condemnation vs. the Voice of Truth helped participants discern 

God’s truth over negative words from others and self-talk, while What’s Your Purpose? and 

God’s Heartbeat, Your Heartbeat inspired them to align their lives with God’s mission. The 
session Testimonies from the Field showcased real-life experiences of missions, while Your 

Role in Missions emphasised the importance of everyone’s contribution to God’s work. 
Practical teachings like How to Share the Gospel equipped the youths with tools to effectively 
communicate their faith, and Life by Default vs. Life by Design encouraged them to live 

purposefully for God. Each session built upon the camp’s overarching theme, leading 
participants toward personal transformation and a deeper commitment to their faith 
journey. 
 
The Creative Worship sessions encouraged youths to explore diverse ways of worshiping 
God, fostering creativity and heartfelt expression. During Sshhh Time, participants spent 
quiet, personal moments with God, reflecting, praying, and deepening their relationship 
with Him in stillness. 
 
The Iron Sharpening Groups brought together small peer groups of the same gender of 4-5 
participants for daily discussions, devotions, and reflection. These groups fostered 
accountability, encouraged spiritual growth, and created a safe space for sharing 

experiences and supporting one another’s Faith Journey. 
 
The Amazing Race and On-Site Prayer sessions were among the highlights of Heartbeat 3.0. 
During the Amazing Race, youths were divided into groups and tasked with sharing the good 
news, performing acts of kindness, sharing testimonies, praying for people and places, and 
worshiping on the go, allowing them to live out their faith practically. In the On-Site Prayer 

session, they explored the worldviews of Malaysia’s three major religions and visited 
temples and one of the most popular mosques in South Thailand. For many, it was their first 
time praying for those who have not yet known God, deepening their compassion and 
commitment to sharing His love. 
 



 

 

The camp concluded with a powerful commissioning session led by Rev. Roland. Youths 

came forward, dedicating their lives to God’s mission. With heartfelt prayers and renewed 
purpose, they committed to living intentionally to make God known in their daily lives. 
 
For the core team, which consists of Rev Jonathan, Rev Roland, Rev David, Pastor Irvin, 
Brother Jesuthason, Brother James, Brother Denis, Brother Arvind, Sister Lalaine, Sister 
Rajes, Sister Vandana, Sister Deborah, Sister Pearly and Sister Praveena, it was deeply 
moving to witness the breakthroughs many young people experienced. Several were freed 
from struggles with addiction and relationship problems, finding healing and hope in God. 
Many left inspired to embrace a missional lifestyle, dedicating themselves to making God 
known in their daily lives. 
 
May all our young people continue to live and shine for Jesus wherever they are. Thank you 
so much to all Pastors, LCEC Leaders, Parents and Prayer partners for journeyed with us 
upholding this camp in prayer support, financial and moral support. Praise be to God indeed.

 HISTORY OF TAMIL MINISTRY IN KUCHING  
    
This ministry was started in the late 80s as a cell group and met regularly in Sis Pauline’s 
and Sis. Rhema’s house. Meetings were held on Fridays’ and weekends. The first meeting 
was held in Sis. Rhema’s house and the next in Sis. Pauline’s house.   
  

Ps Daniel, an independent pastor from West Malaysia, was involved in preaching, 
teaching and prayer. Sis. Rhema and her sisters were also helping in the teaching and 
praying ministry.  
  

This ministry was then continued by Mr. Tharmaraj, who was on work transfer from West 
Malaysia to Kuching. He was working with the Health Department. The others who helped 
in this ministry were Bro. Jay Prakash. He is a lecturer from UNIMAS. The UNIMAS 
students also participated in this ministry. These students also meet for fellowship in 
one of the SIB churches. About 10 students attend regularly. Mr. Tharmaraj was later 
transferred back to KL in 2014. The ministry became vacant.  
  

A meeting was held by these people with the TAC President to have a permanent 
person take charge of the Tamil Ministry. A seminary student, Ps. Roland, was here for 
a 2-months ministry. On 25th February 2015, Sis. Rhema and her sister Bonis, with Ps. 
Roland, arranged for a permanent place of worship with Rev. Pau from Faith Methodist 

Church, Kuching. About 9-14 believers attend the service.  

  

After Ps. Roland left for seminary study in April, the ministry was left vacant again. There 
were pastors from TAC visiting this ministry on an irregular basis. It was at this crucial 
moment that Mr. R. Steven and his wife came forward to assist this ministry.   
  

They started their first mission from 12th–13th June 2015.  

The first meeting had an attendance of 15 for the cell group and 3 for the worship service. 
The worship service was changed from Saturday to Friday, and cell group from Friday to 
Saturday. From there on, regular meetings were held every fortnight. He comes every 2nd 
and 4th week. Many Hindu families were visited and also held cell groups on Thursdays. 
We had our 1st overnight prayer on 9th Oct 2015. About 20 attended. Out of the 20, 10 
are unbelievers. TMC Ipoh sent 6 prayer team members to this overnight prayer.  
  

Mr. R. Steven had some meetings with the Rev. Pau and leaders of the FMC Church, and 
they were very happy to give a van for Friday service. They also gave a budget of RM 
20,000.00 to run this ministry effectively in January 2016. He also had a discussion with 
Ps. Ned, who agreed to allow his van to be used for Saturday cell group ministry. As the 
ministry grows, we got both their vans for the Friday services from FMC. We formed a 
working committee on 13th Jan 2017.  
  

The 1st medical camp was organized on 22nd April 2017.The following month, 1st VBS 
was held from 12th–13th May 2017. Mrs. Tenny Rani, Mrs. Glory and Ms. Rita from TMC 
Ipoh were involved. The 1st women’s meeting was held on 22nd July 2017.  
 

Mrs. Mageswary and Mrs. Linda Lim from TMC Puchong took the lead.  

Finally, the time has come to have a van for the Tamil Ministry. In 2016 the TAC EXCO, 
with the recommendation from the Board of Evangelism, decided to buy a van. The Faith 
Methodist Church donated RM 20,000, and by God’s grace, a van was purchased on 6th 
Oct 2016. This indeed is historical.  



 

After a year of ministry, the Bishop of the Methodist Church, Rev. Ong Wai Teik, made a 
call to Mr. R. Steven at the TAC Annual Conference in November 2017 to go full time in 
Kuching. A double-storey detached house was rented for RM 1,400.

He and his wife reported full time on 5th February 2018. All activities were held at the 
rented house. From hence on, the Friday service was changed to Sunday at 6 pm. Church 
school was held simultaneously upstairs. On 9th February we held our 1st Sunday service 
and 14th Ash Wednesday service. The Tamil class was started on 19th February. The first 
class had an enrolment of 17 students. The oldest person was 55 years old.

2018.  
  

CHURCHING AND CHILD BAPTISM – 1ST JULY 2018  
  

Churching and child baptism were held on 1st July 2018. Mrs. Jayanthi Michael was 
brought for churching, and their two sons, Moses a/l Michael, age 3 years old, and Aaron 
Arun a/l Michael age, 3 weeks, were baptized. Both these events were done by Rev. 
Vinsant Rayar, pastor of TMC Klang.  

  

ADULT AND CHILD BAPTISM – 15TH JULY 2018  
  

On 15th July the first adult baptism was held at Faith Methodist Church Kuching. Two 
adults, namely Magassary Anak Alien and Bhanupriya Anak Peter, were baptized by Rev. 
Pau Kiew Chung. Bhuvaneshwari was given a child baptism by Rev Pau Kiew Chung. Rev. 
DB Laurence (Registrar - Tamil Annual Conference) assisted in both the baptisms. It was 
witnessed by a visiting team from TMC Subang, some local believers, and non-believers.

Children’s Missions Camp 2024  
BLAST – Be Light and Salt Together! 

What a BLAST as TMC children make the call – “Here I am Lord, send me!” 

THEN I heard the voice of the Lord saying, “Whom shall I send? And who will go for us?” And I 

said, “Here am I. Send me!” - Who can forget prophet Isaiah’s bold response when the Lord called 

him, as is written in Isaiah 6:8!  

And it was the same joy and excitement we had when many of our children stood up and raised 

their hands to tell the Lord that they too are ready to be sent for the Lord. It was a simple yet 

significant commitment made by the children on the final day of the Children’s Missions Camp 

2024 at Port Dickson from 16 to 18 September 2024.  

A total of 150 children and 30 helpers participated in the three-day fun-filled camp with solid 

teaching, engaging lessons and interactive cross-cultural activities that created awareness and 

passion for missions, magnified the work of missionaries and highlighted the call to bring the 

good news to all tribes and tongues of the world. 

The camp was organized by the Malaysian Missionary Movement (MMM) following a three-

month period of prayerful and solid preparation by a dedicated and united team of 12 core 

members.  

The theme for the camp was B.L.A.S.T – Be Light and Salt Together.  

The children, from ages 8 to 14 years old and representing most of the Tamil Methodist Churches, 

learnt from the life of Joshua on how to be strong and courageous in being salt and light for the 

Lord.  

The 4 core lessons for the camp focused on Joshua’s call in Joshua 1, and the children learnt 

about the 4 “Ms” through a variety of teaching methods – treasure hunt, formula, games and 

drama:   

• Lesson 1 - Know your Mission: The children learnt that their mission is to go and be a witness 

for the Lord. 

• Lesson 2 - Know your Method: The children learnt that the method to be successful in their 

mission is to read and obey the Word of God! They learnt this through an exciting formula – 

SCORE: Strong, Courageous, Obey, Read and Enjoy.  

• Lesson 3 - Know your Master: The children learnt that the Lord their master will always 

provide and protect as they follow His ways and be a witness for Him. 

• Lesson 4 - Know your Message: The children learnt the good news through the five-colour 

gospel sharing and they were encouraged to go out and share the message to others. 

The children also participated in various interactive activities that helped them to discover 

various aspects of missions in an interesting and engaging manner:   

• Prayer Stations: The children learnt to pray for other nations and people groups. They were 

given a one-year prayer book consisting of information on different nations in the world. They 



rotated between 10 informative prayer stations that saw them learning about and praying for 

many unreached groups. It was a wonderful night as the children walked with lighted 

tanglung, truly embodying the word ‘children of light’. 

• Food Stations: The children tasted food from different nations through a fun and experiential 

cultural activity consisting of colorfully decorated food stations. They had pasta (Italy), pani 

puri (India), marshmallow with melted chocolate (United Kingdom), teh tarik (Malaysia) and 

kimbap (Korea), while learning about missions in these countries and praying for them. The 

only regret was that they did not have enough time!    

• Song / Language / Worship: The children also did an amazing job of learning and performing 

songs in different languages from other nations. Over the three days, the children learnt many 

songs, danced, and celebrated their Maker through praise and worship. 

• Movie Night: The children were also treated to an exciting movie night – they were given a 

true cinema experience, ready with movie tickets, popcorns and Milo! They watched the story 

of Eric Liddell, an Olympic champion who answered the call to be a missionary. 

• Goodies: The children were also given T-shirt, bag and plenty of goodies and art and craft 

items to remind them of all that they had experienced during the camp. 

The MMM wishes to thank the children for their presence and participation and the helpers for 

their great support and dedication. And not forgetting all churches, pastors and leaders for 

investing in the lives of the children. Much prayer had gone into the programme and we truly 

thank God for His faithfulness. 

It was indeed a big BLAST! We are now already talking about Children’s Missions Camp 2.0.  Let’s 

continue to be the salt and the light – not only be hearers of the Word, but doers! Go and make 

disciples of all the earth!

Strengthening Faith and Fellowship 

 

For the past three years, the Methodist Youth Fellowship of Tamil Annual 

Conference (TAC MYF) has been actively working towards our vision of the 

Fivefold Ministry, which encompasses Prayer, Youth Development, Education, 

Media, and Counselling. Our commitment to these ministries has seen significant 

progress, particularly in the Youth Development Ministry, where we have 

successfully completed the foundational work. Our goal is to establish the 

foundations for the remaining four ministries by the end of 2025. Additionally, 

we are aiming to establish a Youth Department by 2028, with a full-time Youth 

Director and youth workers to ensure consistent focus and support for youth 

ministry within TAC. 
 

One of our key initiatives is the Hangout, a quarterly event designed to bring 

together youths in the Klang Valley. Recognizing that many youths are away from 

their homes for studies or work, the Hangout provides a sense of belonging and 

fellowship. Our Education Fund is another important ministry, aimed at assisting 

youths who face financial challenges. Through this fund, we have been able to 

bless 14 of our youths with a one-time grant to support their educational needs. 

We are also nurturing our teens through the Teen’s School, which targets youths 

aged 15 to 18, helping them grow spiritually and preparing them to become 

spiritually strong leaders of tomorrow. 
 

To sustain these ministries, we are launching a fundraising initiative called 

Project-50 (P50). This project invites individuals to bless our youth ministry with 

RM50 per month for one year, to support our youth ministry. Detailed 

information about P50 will be disseminated to all TAC churches soon. 
 

We are also proud to reflect on our recent TAC MYF Youth Convention, held from 

April 5-7, 2024, at Glory Beach Resort, Port Dickson.

THE IRONY OF CHRISTMAS – NO ROOM! 

 
When the fullness of time came for Jesus to be born into the world, there was no 
place for Him. He is the Almighty One, and He is the Creator of the universe, but 
when He came as a ‘man’ there was no place for Him to be born. What an irony!

Joseph and Mary, in this critical time of need and plight, might have climbed many 
steps up and down, knocking on many rooms and doors, and were searching for a 
place, but the response was… NO ROOM, NO ROOM, NO ROOM! These convey the 
first-most message of rejection and humiliation. 
 

1. LUKE 2:7 NO ROOM FOR JESUS TO BE BORN: 
 
Psalms 24:1 says, the earth and its fullness belong to the Lord. He created the 
world and its people and established everything on earth. Everything belongs to 
the Lord, but when Jesus came down to the world, He had no place to be born. The 
world belongs to Him, but He had no place to be born. 
 
What an irony!!! 
 

2. MATTHEW 2:13 NO ROOM FOR JESUS TO GROW: 
 
In Matthew 2:5-6, we read that Jesus was born in Bethlehem (House of Prayer), but 
He grew up in Egypt (a foreign and idol worshipping nation) and grew up in 
Nazareth. The world belongs to Jesus, but He had no place to grow in His own 
native birthplace.

The 
tomb belonged to Joseph Arimathea. The world belongs to Him, but He had no 
place for his burial. 
 
There was no room for Jesus in this world. 
What an irony!!! 
 
FORSIGHT PONDERING THOUGHT: 
 
Jesus died, rose, and ascended to heaven to prepare a mansion for us in heaven. 
He will come again to receive us into His mansion, and if He stands at the door of 
His mansion and says, “THERE IS NO ROOM FOR YOU IN MY MANSION,” where will 
we stand, and what will be our situation? What will be our end? What will be our 
future? 
 
Today, Jesus is standing at the door of your heart, knocking and asking 
(Revelation 3:20)… 
 
IS THERE ANY ROOM FOR ME IN YOUR HEART?

Now you can be free of hurt and 
resentment, says Guideposts blogger Michelle Medlock Adams. Now you can move on in 
your life. 
 

 
 
“Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, ‘Lord, how many times shall I forgive my brother 
when he sins against me? Up to seven times? ’Jesus answered, ‘I tell you, not seven times, 

but seventy-seven times.’” (Matthew 18:21–22) 
 

Christmas is the time of year when we do a lot giving—presents to our friends and family, 
time to outreach organizations, money to charity. 
 

While we’re in this giving mode, why not give the gift of forgiveness this Christmas? If 
you’ve been holding a grudge, this is the perfect time to let it go and forgive once and 
for all.
